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Touchscreen

Access To Emergency Services At The Push Of A Button
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Uconnect Access In-Vehicle Assistance Features

With Uconnect Access, your vehicle has on-board assis-
tance features located on the rear view mirror designed to
enhance your driving experience if you should ever need
assistance or support.

Description

9-1-1 Call is a feature that, at the push of a button, can
contact emergency services. It's a convenient way to get in
contact with a 9-1-1 operator in the event of an emergency.
When the connection between the vehicle and a 9-1-1
operator is made, your vehicle will automatically transmit
location information to the 9-1-1 operator.

How It Works

1. Push the “9-1-1” Call button on the Rearview Mirror; the
indicator light will turn green indicating a call has been
placed.

NOTE:

e In case the “9-1-1” Call button is accidentally pushed,
there is a 10 second delay before the 9-1-1 call is
placed. The system will verbally alert you that a call is
about to be made. To cancel the 9-1-1 Call connection,
push the “9-1-1" Call button on the Rearview Mirror or
press the “Cancellation” button on the Phone Screen.

e During a 911 call the Bluetooth paired phone is dis-
connected so incoming or outgoing calls will go
through mobile versus the handsfree system which is
not available due to the 911 call.

2. Once a connection between the vehicle and a 9-1-1
operator is made, the 9-1-1 Call system will transmit the
following important vehicle information to a 9-1-1 op-
erator:

e Indication that the occupant placed a 9-1-1 Call.
e The vehicle brand.

e The last known GPS coordinates of the vehicle.

3. You should be able to speak with the 9-1-1 operator
through the vehicle audio system to determine if addi-
tional help is needed.

If a connection is made between a 9-1-1 operator and your
vehicle, you understand and agree that 9-1-1 operators
may, like any other 9-1-1 call, record conversations and
sounds in and near your vehicle upon connection.

9-1-1 Call System Limitations

Vehicles sold in Canada and Mexico DO NOT have 9-1-1
Call system capabilities. 9-1-1 or other emergency line
operators in Canada and Mexico may not answer or
respond to 9-1-1 system calls.
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If the 9-1-1 Call system detects a malfunction, any of the
following may occur at the time the malfunction is de-
tected:

e The Rearview Mirror light will continuously be illumi-
nated red.

e The screen will display the following message “Vehicle
phone requires service. Please contact your dealer.”

e An In-Vehicle Audio message will state “Vehicle phone
requires service. Please contact your dealer.”

Even if the 9-1-1 Call system is fully functional, factors
beyond FCA US LLC’s control may prevent or stop 9-1-1
Call system operation. These include, but are not limited
to, the following factors:

e The ignition key has been removed from the ignition
and the delayed accessories mode is active.

o The ignition key is in OFF position.

¢ The vehicle’s electrical systems are not intact.

e The 9-1-1 Call system software and/or hardware is
damaged during a vehicle crash.

e The vehicle battery loses power or becomes discon-
nected during a vehicle crash.

e 1X (voice/data) or 3G (data) network and/or Global
Positioning ~ Satellite signals are unavailable or
obstructed.

e Equipment malfunction at the 9-1-1 operator facility.
e Operator error by the 9-1-1 operator.

e 1X (voice/data) or 3G (data) network congestion.

e Weather.

e Buildings, structures, geographic terrain, or tunnels.

NOTE: The signal strength bars on the “Apps ” button on
the touchscreen will show a single bar and a prohibition
symbol L. {0 indicate your vehicle is not connected to an
operable 1X (voice/data) or 3G (data) network.
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If your vehicle loses battery power for any reason (includ-
ing during or after an accident) the 9-1-1 Call System,
among other vehicle systems, will not operate.

To avoid interference that can cause the
9-1-1 Call system to fail, never add aftermarket
equipment (e.g., two-way mobile radio, CB radio,
data recorder, etc.) to your vehicle’s electrical system
or modify the antennas on your vehicle. IF YOUR
VEHICLE LOSES POWER FOR ANY REASON (IN-
CLUDING DURING OR AFTER AN ACCIDENT)
THE UCONNECT FEATURES, APPS AND SER-
VICES AMONG OTHERS WILL NOT OPERATE.
The Occupant Restraint Controller (ORC) turns on
the Air Bag Warning Light on the instrument panel if
a malfunction in any part of the air bag system is
detected. If the Air Bag Warning Light is illuminated,
the air bag system may not be working properly and
the 9-1-1 system may not be able to send a signal to
a 9-1-1 operator. If the Air Bag Warning Light is
illuminated, have an authorized dealer service your
vehicle immediately.

e Ignoring the Rearview Mirror light could mean you
will not have 9-1-1 Call services if needed. If the
Rearview Mirror light is illuminated, have an autho-
rized dealer service the 9-1-1 Call system immedi-
ately.

e If anyone in the vehicle could be in danger (e.g., fire
or smoke is visible, dangerous road conditions or
location), do not wait for voice contact from a 9-1-1
operator. All occupants should exit the vehicle im-
mediately and move to a safe location.

e Failure to perform scheduled maintenance and regu-
larly inspect your vehicle may result in vehicle
damage, accident or injury.

On The Mirror? You have 10 seconds after pushing the
9-1-1 button to cancel the call. To cancel the call, either
push the “9-1-1” button again, or press the “cancel”
button on the in-vehicle touchscreen.
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2. What Type Of Information Is Sent When I Call 9-1-1
From My Vehicle? Certain vehicle information, such as
make and model, is transmitted along with last known
GPS location. Also note that 9-1-1 operators may record
conversations and sounds within your vehicle once a
connection is made, and that by using the service you
consent to having this information shared.

3. When Could I Use The 9-1-1 Button? You can use the
9-1-1 button to make a call if you or someone else needs
emergency assistance.

1. Can I still voice text if my device is not listed? We are

constantly testing devices and updating our compatibil-
ity database. If your device is not listed, you may still be
able to pair and connect your MAP supported device to
a compatible Uconnect radio to see if all or most voice
texting functions work. Check your device manufac-
turer if MAP is supported on your device.

. Can I use voice texting while in my other FCA vehicle?

The Voice Texting free text response feature is available
only on Uconnect 8.4 (sales code RA3) or Uconnect

. My “Messaging” button on the touchscreen is White,

Do I have to “train” my Uconnect radio to my voice?
FCA uses the latest voice recognition engine that pro-
vides good recognition without required training. This
makes it easier for a passenger to also use the system.

. Can a passenger voice text? Yes, however, voice recog-

9. Can I use abbreviations and emoticons? Of course! Just
say the name of the most popular emoticon or abbre-
viation, e.g. smiley, frown, wink, & LOL.

10. Can I use Text Messaging if the “messaging” button
doesn’t turn white? Only MAP compatible devices will
work with Text Messaging. If your device is compat-
ible, the “messaging” light will turn white, after the
device is Bluetooth connected, and you will then be
able to do hands free Text Messaging. The system will
respond with “Sorry, I didn’t understand you” if you
push the steering wheel “Phone” button and say a
voice command for Text Messaging, when the button
isn’t active (“white”).

For
example, a device can be paired and connected for
hands-free calling and texting, while a USB media
source is connected for audio. However, only one
Bluetooth connection can be used at a time.

Device calls will always have the highest priority re-
gardless of which connection is active (only the 9-1-1
Call and Assist will have a higher priority than the
device). For example, if an App is launched and the user
receives a call, the user will be exited out of the App and
returned to the App when the call ends.

After all devices are connected/paired, when switching
to a different audio source, audio will auto-play from the
new source.

Current audio (AM/FM/SXM/AUX) will continue to
play when switching to a non-media type App.

Current audio (AM/FM/SXM/AUX) is muted during
Assist and 9-1-1 Call.

Device calls will mute all audio except for NAV prompts
if guidance is currently active (audio will resume after
device call is ended).

e All secondary incoming device calls will be treated

similar to “call waiting” (except 9-1-1 Call).

When connecting a second device via USB, that device
will have priority and auto play accordingly. A device
that is already paired/connected will still be available
for hands-free calling and texting.

Incoming calls received while entering a nav destination
(before pressing “Go”) will cancel the nav entry. The
user is required to start over when the device call has
ended.

Radio Controls

The radio is equipped with the following modes:
e AM

e M

e SiriusXM Satellite Radio (if equipped)

Press the RADIO button on the touchscreen, bottom left
corner, to enter the Radio Mode. The different tuner modes;
AM, FM, and SXM, can then be selected by pressing the
corresponding buttons in the Radio mode.

VOLUME/MUTE Control

Push the VOLUME/MUTE control knob to mute the radio.

The electronic volume control turns continuously (360 de-
grees) in either direction, without stopping.

“Seek” down for the next listenable station.

The button located in the center of the left-hand control
will tune to the next preset station that you have pro-
grammed in the radio preset button.

Media Mode

Pushing the top of the switch once will go to the next track
on the selected media (AUX, Bluetooth, SD Card). Pushing
the bottom of the switch once will go to the beginning of
the current track, or to the beginning of the previous track
if it is within eight seconds after the current track begins to

If you push the switch up or down twice, it plays the
second track; three times, it will play the third, etc.
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MEDIA MODE
Disc Mode — If Equipped

Disc Mode is entered by either inserting a Disc or pressing
the “Disc” button on the left side of the display. Once in
Media Mode, press the “Source” button on the touchscreen
and select “CD.”

A “Insert Disc” message will be displayed on the screen in
the Disc mode when a Disc is not present in the Radio.

Press and release the Seek Up ™™ button on the touch-
screen for the next selection on the Disc. Press and
release the Seek Down M4 button on the touchscreen to
return to the beginning of the current selection, or to
return to the beginning of the previous selection if the
Disc is within the first three seconds of the current
selection.

The center of the browse window shows items and
it's sub-functions, which can be scrolled by pressing the

The center of the browse window shows items and it’s
sub-functions, which can be scrolled by pressing the “Up”
and “Down” buttons to the right. The TUNE/SCROLL
knob can also be used to scroll.

AUX Mode

Overview

AUX (Auxiliary Mode) is entered by inserting an AUX
device using a cable with a 3.5 mm audio jack into the AUX
port or by pressing the AUX button on the left side of the
display.

Inserting Auxiliary Device

Gently insert the Auxiliary device cable into the AUX Port.
If you insert an Auxiliary device with the ignition ON and
the radio ON, the unit will switch to AUX mode and begin
to play when you insert the device cable.

Controlling The Auxiliary Device

The control of the auxiliary device (e.g., selecting playlists,
play, fast forward, etc.) cannot be provided by the radio;
use the device controls instead. Adjust the volume with the
VOLUME/MUTE rotary knob, or with the volume of the
attached device.
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NOTE: The vehicle radio unit is acting as the amplifier for
audio output from the Auxiliary device. Therefore if the
volume control on the Auxiliary device is set too low, there
will be insufficient audio signal for the radio unit to play
the music on the device.

Before proceeding, the Bluetooth device must be paired to
the Uconnect Phone to communicate with the Uconnect
System.

NOTE: See the pairing procedure in the Uconnect Phone
section for more details.

To access Bluetooth mode, press the “Bluetooth” button on
the left side of the display.
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Press and release the “Right Arrow” ™ button on the
touchscreen for the next selection on the Bluetooth
device. Press and release the “Left Arrow” 4 button on
the touchscreen to return to the beginning of the current
selection, or return to the beginning of the previous
selection if the Bluetooth device is within the first
second of the current selection.

Media Mode

Press the “Media” button on the touchscreen to select the
desired audio source: Bluetooth.

Tracks

If the Bluetooth device supports this feature, press the
“trks” button on the touchscreen to display a pop up with
the Song List. The currently playing song is indicated by a
red arrow and lines above and below the song title.

Pressing the “trks” button on the touchscreen while the
pop up is displayed will close the pop up.

UCONNECT PHONE
Overview

Uconnect Phone is a voice-activated, hands-free, in-vehicle
communications system. Uconnect Phone allows you to
dial a phone number with your mobile phone.
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Uconnect Phone supports the following features:

Voice Activated Features:

Hands-Free dialing via Voice (“Call John Smith Mobile”
or, “Dial 248-555-1212").

Hands-Free text to speech listening of your incoming
SMS messages.

Hands-free Text Message Reply. (Forward one of 18 pre-
defined SMS messages to incoming calls/text messages).

Redjialing last dialed numbers (“Redial”).

Calling Back the last incoming call number (“Call
Back”).

View Call logs on screen (“Show incoming calls,” “Show
Outgoing calls,” “Show missed Calls,” “Show Recent
Calls”).

Searching Contacts phone number (“Search for John
Smith Mobile”).

Voice Texting (Requires registration to Uconnect Access
and a current subscription).

NOTE: Examples of Voice Commands are provided
throughout this manual. For quick use, go to the Voice
Command Quick Reference Section.

Screen Activated Features

Dialing via Keypad using touchscreen.

Viewing and Calling contacts from Phonebooks dis-
played on the touchscreen.

Setting Favorite Contact Phone numbers so they are
easily accessible on the Main Phone screen.

Viewing and Calling contacts from Recent Call logs.
Reviewing your recent Incoming SMS.

Listen to Music on your Bluetooth Device via the
touchscreen.

Pairing up to 10 phones/audio devices for easy access to
connect to them quickly.

NOTE: Your phone must be capable of SMS messaging via
Bluetooth for messaging features to work properly.

Your mobile phone’s audio is transmitted through your
vehicle’s audio system; the system will automatically mute
your radio when using the Uconnect Phone.

Uconnect Phone allows you to transfer calls between the
system and your mobile phone as you enter or exit your
vehicle and enables you to mute the system’s microphone
for private conversation.

WARNING!

ALWAYS drive safely with your hands on the steer-
ing wheel. You have full responsibility and assume
all risks related to the use of the Uconnect features
and applications in this vehicle. Only use Uconnect
when it is safe to do so. Failure to do so may result
in an accident involving serious injury or death.

The Uconnect Phone is driven through your Bluetooth
“Hands-Free Profile” mobile phone. Uconnect features
Bluetooth technology - the global standard that enables
different electronic devices to connect to each other with-
out wires or a docking station, so Uconnect Phone works
no matter where you stow your mobile phone (be it your

purse, pocket, or briefcase), as long as your phone is turned
on and has been paired to the vehicle’s Uconnect Phone.
The Uconnect Phone allows up to ten mobile phones or
audio devices to be linked to the system. Only one linked
(or paired) mobile phone and one audio device can be used
with the system at a time.

Uconnect Phone Button

The Uconnect Phone & button on your steering wheel is
used to get into the phone mode and make calls, show
recent, incoming, outgoing calls, view phonebook etc.,
When you press the button you will hear a BEEP. The
beep is your signal to give a command.

Uconnect Voice Command Button

The Uconnect Voice Command %+ button on your steer-
ing wheel is only used for “barge in” and when you are
already in a call and you want to send Tones or make
another call.

The “wbutton on your steering wheel is also used to
access the Voice Commands for the Uconnect Voice
Command features if your vehicle is equipped. Please
see the Uconnect Voice Command section for direction
on how to use the ¥®button.
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The Uconnect Phone is fully integrated with the vehicle’s
audio system. The volume of the Uconnect Phone can be
adjusted either from the radio volume control knob or from
the steering wheel radio control (right switch), if equipped.

Operation

Voice commands can be used to operate the Uconnect
Phone and to navigate through the Uconnect Phone menu
structure. Voice commands are required after most
Uconnect Phone prompts. There are two general methods
for how Voice Command works:

1. Say compound commands like “Call John Smith mo-
bile.”

2. Say the individual commands and allow the system to
guide you to complete the task.

You will be prompted for a specific command and then
guided through the available options.

e Prior to giving a voice command, one must wait for the
beep, which follows the “Listen” prompt or another
prompt.

e For certain operations, compound commands can be
used. For example, instead of saying “Call” and then

“John Smith” and then “mobile”, the following com-
pound command can be said: “Call John Smith mobile.”

e For each feature explanation in this section, only the
compound command form of the voice command is
given. You can also break the commands into parts and
say each part of the command when you are asked for it.
For example, you can use the compound command form
voice command “Search for John Smith,” or you can
break the compound command form into two voice
commands: “Search Contact” and when asked “John
Smith.” Please remember, the Uconnect Phone works
best when you talk in a normal conversational tone, as if
speaking to someone sitting a few feet/meters away
from you.

Natural Speech

Your Uconnect Phone Voice system uses a Natural Lan-
guage Voice Recognition (VR) engine.

Natural speech allows the user to speak commands in
phrases or complete sentences. The system filters out
certain non-word utterances and sounds such as “ah” and
“eh.” The system handles fill-in words such as “I would
like to.”

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The system handles multiple inputs in the same phrase or
sentence such as “make a phone call” and “to Kelly Smith.”
For multiple inputs in the same phrase or sentence, the
system identifies the topic or context and provides the
associated follow-up prompt such as “Who do you want to
call?” in the case where a phone call was requested but the
specific name was not recognized.

The system utilizes continuous dialog; when the system
requires more information from the user it will ask a
question to which the user can respond without pushing
the “Voice Command” ¥ button on your steering wheel.

Help Command

If you need assistance at any prompt, or if you want to
know your options at any prompt, say “Help” following
the beep.

To activate the Uconnect Phone from idle, simply push the
Phone Nebutton on your steering wheel and say a
command or say “help.” All Uconnect Phone sessions
begin with a push of the Phone S button on the radio
control head.

Cancel Command

At any prompt, after the beep, you can say “Cancel” and
you will be returned to the main menu.

You can also push the Phone S or Voice Command
“wbutton on your steering wheel when the system is
listening for a command and be returned to the main or
previous menu.

Pair (Link) Uconnect Phone To A Mobile Phone

To begin using your Uconnect Phone, you must pair your
compatible Bluetooth enabled mobile phone. Mobile phone
pairing is the process of establishing a wireless connection
between a cellular phone and the Uconnect system.

To complete the pairing process, you will need to reference
your mobile phone Owner's Manual. Please visit
UconnectPhone.com for complete mobile phone compat-
ibility information.

When you receive a call on your mobile phone, the
Uconnect Phone will interrupt the vehicle audio system.
Push the Phone S button on the steering wheel to accept
the call. You can also press the “answer” button on the
touchscreen or press the caller ID box.

Answer Or Ignore An Incoming Call — Call
Currently In Progress

If a call is currently in progress and you have another
incoming call, you will hear the same network tones for
call waiting that you normally hear when using your
mobile phone. Press the “Uconnect Phone” S button on
the steering wheel, answer button on the touchscreen or
caller ID box to place the current call on hold and
answer the incoming call.

NOTE: The Uconnect Phone compatible phones in the
market today do not support rejecting an incoming call
when another call is in progress. Therefore, the user can
only answer an incoming call or ignore it.

Do Not Disturb

With Do Not Disturb, you can disable notifications from
incoming calls and texts, allowing you to keep your eyes
on the road and hands on the wheel. For your convenience,
there is a counter display to keep track of your missed calls
and text messages while you were using Do Not Disturb.

Do Not Disturb can automatically reply with a text mes-
sage, a call or both, when declining an incoming call and
send it to voicemail.

Automatic reply messages can be:
e “I am driving right now, I will get back to you shortly.”
¢ Create a custom auto reply message up to 160 characters.

NOTE: Only the first 25 characters can been seen on the
touchscreen while typing a custom message.

While in Do Not Disturb, Conference Call can be selected
so you can still place a second call without being inter-
rupted by incoming calls.

phones that supporting Bluetooth MAP.

Place/Retrieve A Call From Hold

Making A Second Call While Current Call Is In

on the Phone main screen, then dial a number from the
dialpad, recent calls, SMS Inbox or from the phonebooks.

Toggling Between Calls

If two calls are in progress (one active and one on hold),
press the “Swap” button on the Phone main screen.

The Uconnect Phone allows ongoing calls to be transferred
from your mobile phone to the Uconnect Phone without
terminating the call. To transfer an ongoing call from your
connected mobile phone to the Uconnect Phone or vice
versa, press the “Transfer” button on the Phone main
screen.

Connect Or Disconnect Link Between The Uconnect
Phone And Mobile Phone

If you would like to connect or disconnect the Bluetooth
connection between a Uconnect Phone paired mobile
phone and the Uconnect Phone, follow the instructions
described in your mobile phone User’s Manual.
